Center Renovated and Expanded

EL CAJON, CA  -- Neighborhood Healthcare ~El Cajon invites the public to join its staff and community partners for a celebration scheduled for Saturday, April 4th from 11 a.m. to 2:00 pm.

The nonprofit center recently expanded the center by 4,500 feet and is the result of more than two years of successful planning and collaboration with generous community partners. The center’s purpose is to keep up with the growing demand for healthcare. It serves the uninsured and underserved in El Cajon and those living in surrounding communities. 
The expansion allows more space to provide needed prenatal, medical and behavioral health care services. Additionally, Neighborhood Healthcare ~ El Cajon now has classrooms designated for patient education and a pharmacy. Pharmacy services were added so that patients who have limited income may obtain their medications at a significant discount at the health center.
Funding for this complete renovation includes a donation of $465,000 from the Grossmont Healthcare District and $497,000 from CHFFA, the California Health Facilities Financing Authority. Additionally, The Parker Foundation gave $15,000 for pharmacy cabinetry and Las Patronas donated $4,902 for pediatric treatment tables and Molina Healthcare donated funds for the Open House celebration.
To celebrate, Neighborhood Healthcare ~ El Cajon Center invites the public to join the festivities at 855 East Madison Avenue. Activities include a complimentary lunch while it lasts, tours of the health center, games and activities for children, a hip hop performance and a health fair including free dental screening. In addition, free assistance to enroll children in no cost or low cost medical insurance will be available.

A variety of insurances are accepted and a sliding fee schedule
is offered as well. 

Tracy Ream, Neighborhood Healthcare’s Chief Executive Officer, has received awards in the past for her work in helping ensure medical care for underserved individuals.
“During this economic downturn when many people are unable to afford family medical insurance or they have lost their medical benefits due to a job loss, we want to remind everyone that we are here to serve anyone in need. We encourage local residents to take the opportunity on April 4th to learn who we are, meet our staff and take a tour of our facility,” says Ream. 
Currently, the nonprofit center is seeking donations to cover the cost of pediatric furniture and a reading corner for children.
