As a way to give back to their patients, Neighborhood Healthcare employees volunteered to spend a Saturday sorting and bagging groceries and toys and offering a holiday bag of goodies to their patients. In addition, employees offered information about other resources for food that can help families and individuals through these challenging economic times.

The partnership was a winning idea and the two nonprofits plan to work together to distribute food again to patients several times next year.

Neighborhood Healthcare is a nonprofit community health center headquartered in Escondido that provides a variety of free and low-cost services and programs to 65,000 low-income patients in need of medical, dental and behavioral healthcare.
Feeding America San Diego is one of Feeding America's newest member food banks that operates a mobile food pantry in San Diego.  They gather excess food from grocery stores and deliver food to neighborhoods that have a high incidence of poverty, yet relatively low levels of emergency food assistance. 

Local Escondido and Fallbrook retailers Trader Joe’s and Major Market pitched in donating hundreds of needed grocery bags and over 300 families received groceries and toys.
